The Offer. Her work has contributed to numerous 
Academy Award®-, BAFTA-, and ADG Award-winning 
productions.

The Art Directors Council will honor Bo Welch, an 
Oscar®-nominated Production Designer known for 
iconic films, including Beetlejuice, Batman Returns, 
Edward Scissorhands, Men in Black, The Birdcage, 
and the TV show A Series of Unfortunate Events. 
Welch’s long-standing creative collaborations 
with directors such as Tim Burton, Mike Nichols, 
and Barry Sonnenfeld have resulted in some of 
the most visually imaginative films of the past 
three decades. He is a visionary whose work has 
helped define the aesthetic of modern fantasy and 
science fiction.

So, after four years at an elite East Coast boarding 
school, he migrated west to study architecture at 
the University of Arizona where he received his 
professional degree and passed the state board. 
Work in architecture was scarce, if not nonexistent, in 

1975 in southern Arizona. So, after working for a very enjoyable year in advertising, as a copywriter and producer, 
he packed up, determined to use his training and moved to Los Angeles and found a job in architecture only to 
discover the reality of architectural work in a large firm in LA was not for him. However, his skill set earned him 
a job at the Universal Studio’s art department, one of the last studio art departments to exist. He worked at 
Universal as a set designer for a little over a year and left there to work as an assistant art director, which led 
to work on a number of shows, ultimately getting his art director card on Mommie Dearest, with the help of Bill 
Malley, the film’s production designer. After a number of art director jobs, Bo production designed a couple of TV 
and cable movies. Then the talented production designer and great friend, Michael Riva, with whom Bo had art 
directed The Color Purple, recommended Bo to Joel Schumacher whose next film which, as it turned out, was 
The Lost Boys. At the time, Tim Burton had an office at Warner Bros. and happened to wander on to the set of 
The Lost Boys at the behest of Larry Mirisch, Bo’s agent at the time. Tim agreed to meet, resulting in Beetlejuice, 
which became Bo’s second production design job and the foundation of his career. The relationship thrived and 
Bo designed two more films with Tim Burton, Edward Scissorhands and Batman Returns, further cementing his 
status as a Production Designer of note. 

Bo Welch was born and raised 
in a small town in rural 

Bucks County, Pennsylvania, far 
from the entertainment capital 
of the world (back then). He 
decided at a young age that he 
would be an architect.   

PRODUCTION DESIGNER/DIRECTOR
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There were numerous films in between 
these films and after, including two films with 
Lawrence Kasdan, The Accidental Tourist, and 
Grand Canyon, A Little Princess with Alfonso 
Cuarón, and a four-time collaboration with 
legendary director Mike Nichols, including The Birdcage. 
Bo designed Thor with Kenneth Branagh for Marvel. 

Bo’s long collaboration with Barry Sonnenfeld began with 
Men in Black and led to Men in Black 2 and 3, Wild Wild 
West, the series The Tick with Patrick Warburton, three 
seasons of the Peabody Award-winning show for Netflix, 
A Series of Unfortunate Events, and the first season of 
Schmigadoon for Apple TV.

In addition to production design, Bo directed The Cat 
in the Hat, as well as episodes of The Tick and five 
episodes of A Series of Unfortunate Events, one of 
which earned him a DGA Award nomination for directing. 
He maintains that directing has made him a better 
Production Designer. 

Bo’s work spans more than four decades and exhibits 
a wide range of visual storytelling. In that time, he has 
been nominated for four Oscars, won a BAFTA, an LA 
Film Critics Award, and has numerous ADG Award and 
Emmy nominations. His passion and unique perspective 
are tangible in all of his films.

Bo Welch is beyond grateful for the opportunities 
afforded him in the world of film and television design. 
He is grateful for and proud to be a long-standing 
member of the ADG, alongside the many collaborators 
he has had the honor to work with. 

Lastly, Bo is fully aware that luck and good fortune 
have smiled upon his career.

STephen m. mcnally
LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD 

Stephen McNally’s professional journey includes work in opera 
houses, film studios, theme parks, corporate stages, and public 
spaces. He devoted 12 seasons to the San Francisco Opera, 
serving nine years as Scenic Artist in Charge, where he led teams 
of artists in realizing some of the company’s most ambitious 

productions, including Mozart’s Don Giovanni and The Marriage of Figaro, Puccini’s Tosca and Verdi’s La Traviata. 
In this role, he worked  hand in hand with designers and directors, translating creative vision into painted 
worlds which includes creating cloudscapes, architecture, landscapes, and illusionistic finishes that supported 
performers and storytelling alike.

Earlier in his career, McNally was a driving force in scenic painting for motion pictures and television, contributing 
to projects ranging from intimate dramas to epic fantasy and science fiction. His film work includes What Dreams 
May Come, Flubber, Anna and the King, Star Wars: Episode II – Attack of the Clones, Venom, Venom: Let There Be 
Carnage, Steve Jobs, and Red Tails, among many others. Whether painting frescoes, skies, aged stone, signage, or 
sculptural finishes, his hand brought credibility and poetry to the screen.

For more than four decades, 
Stephen M. McNally has shaped 

the visual language of American 
opera, film, theater, and large-
scale environments through an 
extraordinary career in scenic art. 
A master painter, collaborator, and 
steward of craft, McNally’s work 
bridges classical technique and 
contemporary storytelling, elevating 
each production.   

SCENIC ARTIST
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Beyond film and opera, McNally’s scenic artistry 
reached into retail environments, museums, 
hospitals, and civic spaces, including large-
scale murals and installations across the United 
States. His murals for medical and community 
spaces demonstrated his belief that art belongs 
everywhere people gather.

A proud member of IATSE Local 800 (Art 
Directors Guild) for nearly three decades, 
Stephen McNally exemplified the values of union 
craftsmanship, safety, and mentorship. As Scenic 
Artist in Charge, he balanced artistic leadership 
with responsibility by overseeing materials, 
fire-retardant systems, shop flow, staffing, and 
interdepartmental collaboration. Known for his 
generosity with knowledge and calm authority 
on the shop floor, he helped guide generations 
of scenic artists while maintaining the highest 
professional standards.

McNally’s expertise has been recognized in 
industry publications, including PERSPECTIVE 
and features by the San Francisco Opera, where 
his insight into painting skies and architectural 
illusion offered rare visibility into a traditionally 
behind-the-scenes craft. His work stands as a 
testament to the scenic artist’s role as both 
technician and storyteller.

A fourth-generation San Franciscan, 
Stephen McNally studied fine art 
and filmmaking at the College of San 
Mateo and San Jose State University. 
After decades of service to the 
arts, he retired in November 2025, 
leaving behind an enduring legacy 
of excellence, collaboration, and 
integrity.

This Lifetime Achievement Award 
honors Stephen M. McNally for 
a career devoted to transforming 
imagination into place, and for 
elevating scenic artistry across opera, 
film, and theater.

LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD 

After earning a degree in communication design from Pratt 
Institute in Brooklyn, he relocated to Hollywood, beginning his 

career at PSI, a rental house where he gained foundational knowledge of lighting and grip equipment. He soon 
moved on to drawing set elements and painting small sets for commercial and still photo productions, while also 
running a graphic design studio at General Service Studios.

A pivotal opportunity came when Paramount Pictures hired him to work in the property department on The 
Godfather Part II, initiating a long association with production designer Dean Tavoularis and his brother Alex. This 
led to further work on series and features, including Happy Days, Won Ton Ton, and Meteor, where he designed a 
space mural featured in one of Sean Connery’s scenes.

Southwell became a union Illustrator while working on The Muppet Movie, contributing set illustrations, 
storyboards, on-screen graphics, and advertising art. He later created illuminated manuscript artwork for the title 
sequence of In God We Trust, joining the scenic and title artists union in the process. In 1980, he was elected to 
the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences, sponsored by Dean Tavoularis and Lawrence G. Paull.

Tom Southwell is a veteran artist 
and designer whose six-decade 

career in film and television spans 
more than 150 productions. Born 
in New Rochelle, New York—home 
to legendary Illustrators Norman 
Rockwell and J.C. Leyendecker—
Southwell showed an early talent 
for drawing that would shape his 
lifelong creative path.

ILLUSTRATOR/STORYBOARD ARTIST/ 
CONCEPT ARTIST/PRODUCTION DESIGNER
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A landmark moment in his career occurred when Larry Paull and David 
L. Snyder brought him onto Ridley Scott’s Blade Runner, where Scott’s 
own background as an illustrator fostered a highly visual and dynamic 
collaboration. Southwell’s subsequent credits include Annie, The 
Adventures of Buckaroo Banzai Across the 8th Dimension, Romancing the 
Stone, and The Woman in Red, for which he created storyboards, murals, 
billboards, and company logo art.

His work continued with high-profile films such as The Goonies, Ferris 
Bueller’s Day Off, and Adventures in Babysitting. Projects including Navy 
Seals and Arachnophobia led him to City Slickers, where he formed a 
long-lasting creative partnership with director Ron Underwood on films 
such as Heart and Souls, Speechless, and Mighty Joe Young.

Southwell contributed key storyboards to Mission: Impossible, notably 
visualizing the iconic helicopter-in-the-Chunnel sequence. He later served 
as visual effects art director for Executive Decision, designing action 
sequences involving real aircraft.

His transition into production 
design began with HBO’s Black 
Cat Run, directed by D.J. Caruso, 
who later hired him to design The 
Salton Sea. Additional production 
design credits include Taking Lives, 
Two for the Money, and Disturbia.

After a 60-year career marked 
by major studio films, television 
productions, commercial work, and 
visual development for numerous 
projects, Tom Southwell retired in 
2018, leaving behind a substantial 
and influential body of work.

HALL OF FAME INDUCTEE 

Born in San Pedro, California, Sanders began his career in film after working as a 
furniture designer and set builder, quickly establishing himself in Hollywood through early 
art department roles on films like Revenge and Days of Thunder (1990) before moving 
into art direction on Hook (1991). 

As a Production Designer, Sanders crafted environments that were both evocative and 
integral to storytelling. His notable film credits include: Bram Stoker’s Dracula (1992), 

Thomas E. Sanders (1953 – 2017) was a visionary 
production designer whose extraordinary body 

of work shaped the look and feel of some of the 
most iconic films in modern cinema. Across more 
than two decades in the film industry, Sanders’ 
creative artistry and meticulous attention to detail 
helped bring unforgettable worlds to life, earning 
him praise from directors, peers, and audiences 
worldwide. 



where his richly textured period sets helped earn his first Academy Award nomination for Best 
Art Direction. Braveheart (1995), contributing to the sweeping historical world of Mel Gibson’s 
epic. Saving Private Ryan (1998), his second Oscar-nominated production design for Steven 
Spielberg’s lauded World War II drama. Mission: Mission Impossible II (2000), enhancing the 
high-stakes action universe of this blockbuster franchise. We Were 
Soldiers (2002) and Secretariat (2010), showcasing his versatility 
across genres. Apocalypto (2006), bringing the lush and visceral 
world of the ancient Maya to life. After Earth (2013) and Crimson 
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Peak (2015), the latter celebrated for its haunting, 
gothic aesthetic under Guillermo del Toro.  Star Trek 
Beyond (2016), his final completed film, contributing 
to the expansive visual legacy of the Star Trek 
franchise. 

Throughout his career, Sanders was admired not 
only for his technical skill, but for his collaborative 
spirit and his ability to translate narrative themes 
into immersive physical spaces that supported both 
character and story. His work spanned genres and 
eras, from gritty historical dramas to high-concept 
action and imaginative fantasy. 

Even after his passing in 2017, Thomas E. 
Sanders’ influence endures in the lasting impact 
of his designs and the many artists he inspired. 
His induction into the Hall of Fame celebrates a 
remarkable career defined by creativity, innovation, 
and a profound legacy in cinematic art and design. 
We celebrate him here tonight with his extended 
family including his wife Mariana and their son 
Lucas, children Sarah, Julia and Jacob, grandchildren 
and numerous friends and colleagues.
