When I read Kristen’s script I immediately interpreted this film as a living, 
breathing, fluid painting. The Chronology of Water called for over 50 distinct 
locations that we crammed into 33 shoot days, with less than 5 weeks of prep. 

This punk method of indie filmmaking fits the style of the film and stays true to 
the source material, telling Lidia’s story through flashes of her memory;  
fragments and pieces of a whole.  Each frame was meticulously molded and 
constrained to adhere to a specific tone and color palette in order to stay truthful 
to Lidia’s memoir and give an accurate sense of time and place. 

Almost every scene required a large location overhaul or build. Huge testament 
to our incredible art team who met each challenge with a creative problem 
solving attitude.  Art Directors Aksels Miller and Luke Ferris, Art Coordinator 
Mareks Berents, Propmaster Brenden Salmon, Set Decorator Aija Skoromko, and 
many more.
